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Release 16.4.01 for the Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS) was released on 23 October 2003.  All updates in this release are Server updates.  There is no action required by the user to receive these updates.  The DPAS Server Version Nbr in “Help – About DPAS” will reflect 16.4.01 when implemented.

Accounting

Depreciation Forecast Report.  – Corrects the problem of the Depreciation Forecast Report only displaying Real Property Assets.  Process was modified to include Personal Property Assets.  PTR 10585 and help tickets 20467 and 20643 apply.

FAMIS Financial.  – Provided FAMIS accounting interface support to the DD-DISAC database, incorporated the accounting Function Codes into the interface that were implemented by the system with Release 16.0.00 that the legacy accounting interfaces did not receive, and added several new Function Codes specifically for FAMIS that permits the distinction of Turn-In and Disposal actions (X813 – Decrease of Acquisition Cost - Disposal, X814 – Decrease of Accumulated Depreciation - Disposal, and X806 – Write-Off of the Unexpended Amount at time of Disposal.  PTR 10257 applies.
Monthly Depreciation Report for Period Ending.  – Corrects the problem of an asset not being reflected on the report when the Fiscal Year Cost is a negative amount.  PTR 10049 and help tickets 15168 and 14146 apply.

Real Property Add/Change/Delete.  – Modifies the process to generate X816 transactions (Transfer-In of Prior Depreciation) only when there is a change in the Prior Depreciation amount.  PTR 10729 and help ticket 21964 apply.

Catalog

Catalog Add/Change/Delete. – Corrects the problem of the process spacing out Ref Cd on the screen, but not moving the space to the Ref Cd in the catalog table when changing Mgt Cd from ‘A’ to ‘B’.  PTR 10714 and help ticket 21253 apply.

SB 700-20 Update.  – Modifies the process to generate a transaction to update the CIIC during the SB700-20 interface processing when the new SB700-20 input file has a different CIIC value that what the users catalog contains.  This modification also resulted in the update of the SB700-20 section of the User Manual (Annex C) to reflect the SB700-20 interface updates the CIIC, ARC and Mat Cat Cd values in addition to the values already reflected in Annex C.  Note: Users will not receive the change in the Users Manual until the next update of the client software is issued.  PTRs 10745, 10746, 10833 and help ticket 21928 
SKO/BII/AAI Configuration Add/Change/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting when entering a configuration stock number and answering ‘yes’ to the question ‘Do you want to delete entire configuration and inventory?’  PTR 10712 and help ticket help ticket 21253 apply.

Hand Receipt

Component Increase.  – Modifies the process to ensure that the MFR Key and Cage Cd are mandatory when a stock number has an associated maintenance group ID and corrects the problem of the user receiving an error message, ‘No Cage Cd on LHAC record’.  PTR 10826 and help ticket 22353 apply.

End Item Selected Change.  – Corrects the problem of the row not being updated with the changes when an asset has a maintenance interface action code of ‘IC’ and ensures the user has entered a Cage Cd for the asset when it has been designated as an asset that is subject to external maintenance management.  PTRs 10726,10865 and help ticket 22353 apply.

End Item and Component Capital Asset Extracts.  – Modifies the processes to execute more efficiently.  Note:  These processes are non-user processes.  PTR 10647 and 10648 apply.

End Item Increase.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting on the question ‘Do you want to generate a D6S transaction?’ and adds a check to ensure a Cage Cd exists for assets that have been designated as subject to external maintenance management.  PTRs 10725, 10761 and help tickets 22310 and 23159 apply.

End Item Price Adjustment.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting when processing multiple records of 3 or more.  PTR 10819 and help ticket 23065 apply.

End Item Selected Change.  – Corrects the problem of user receiving an error message, then aborting when processing a Fund Cd change.  PTR 10820 and help ticket 23095 apply. 

Excess Non-Property Add/Change.  – Modifies the process to ensure an Excess Dt is input (Mandatory field for the Redistribution/Excess Interface).  PTR 10711 applies.

Standard Hand Receipt Report.  – Modifies the Standard Hand Receipt Report to include the Cmpn Lvl Cd, and adds a third line that will display the Mfr Name and the Mfr Part Nbr when data is present.  PTR 10643 and Suggestion 0181 apply.

Lateral Transfer.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting when a UIC has a Process Id value of other than ‘O’ and a document number is keyed in that does not exist for that UIC.  PTR 10728 and help tickets 22447, 22442, 22461, 22501, 22541 and 22436 apply.

Maj/Sub Hand Receipt Holder Add/Change/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the wrong version of the process being in production.  PTR 10738 and help tickets 22517 and 22484 apply.

Inventory

Authorized Asset Inventory Initialize/Report.  – Corrects the problem of the inventory remaining in ‘IE’ (Initial Execute) status.  PTR 10750 and help tickets 22470, 22651 and 22654 apply.

Update Inventory Data.  – Corrects the problem of the ‘CR’ (Closed Reconciled) status not updating the corresponding HRH Nbr row with the Last Inventory Date.  PTR 10764 and help ticket 22912 apply.

Inventory Mod Code Update.  – Corrects the problem of not being able to close or update an inventory record when an item is Turned-In prior to closing out the inventory.  PTR 10706 and help tickets 22277 and 22085 apply.

Maintenance

Work Order Delete.  – Corrects the problem of batch aborting when a Work Order Delete is processed.  PTR 10762 and help tickets 22894 and 23019 apply.

System Administrator

Excess Transactions Import Script.  – Modifies the Excess Import process to add a timestamp to the original file name to prevent the files from being overwritten should the sending system send the same file more than once.  PTR 10704 applies.

New User Conversion

Generic Flat File Conversion Process – Step 2.  – Corrects a problem with the ACC logic when creating catalog records.  PTR 10770 applies.
