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Release 16.3.03 for the Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS) was released on 23 September 2003.  The release contained only process updates that reside on the server side.  There is no action required by the user to receive the updates.  The release consisted of the following modifications:

Hand Receipt

End Item Price Adjustment.  – Corrects the problem of the process generating accounting transactions when the catalog type asset code is equal to ‘N’ where the Cptl Cd = “spaces” and Type Fnd Id is 'O'.  PTR 10696 and help ticket 21966 apply.
End Item Selected Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process not updating the Deprn Cd to signify that the asset is a capital asset after the acquisition date was modified that resulted in the asset becoming a capital asset. PTRs 10649, 10721 and help ticket 19399 apply.

End Item Stock Number Change.  – Corrects the problem where the process was not updating the ACC on the serial hand receipt table when the ACC of the Stock Nbr To is different than the ACC of the Stock Nbr From.  PTR 10668 and help ticket 21822 apply.

Excess Asset Reporting Add/Change.  – Modifies the process to ensure the excess date is input (Mandatory Field for DRMS).  PTR 10710 applies.

Component Increase.  – Corrects the problem of the process assigning the incorrect Deprn Cd for capital equipment.  PTR 10583 applies.

Lateral Transfer.  – Corrects multiple problems.  1). Corrects the problem of the losing Document Nbr not being closed when the user responds “YES” to the question “Do you want to close the losing Document Nbr?”.  2). When the losing Document Nbr is assigned to an asset that is listed within the Detail Turn-In/Transfer table, the process was only displaying “Do you want to close the Document Nbr?” for the gaining Document Nbr.  3). Corrects the problem where the process was creating a depreciation record for assets with an asset code of ‘A1 – Internal Software in Development’.  Software in development is not depreciable until which time it becomes a completed product and the asset code is updated to “A – Internal Use Software”.  PTR 10675 and help ticket 21123 apply.

Inventory

Controlled Cryptographic Inventory Initialize/Report.  – Modifies the process to add Sub-HRH Nbr to the body of the report.  PTR 10640 and SUG0091 apply.

Update Inventory Data.  – Modifies the process to retrieve the nomenclature for the asset being updated and to be display the nomenclature in the key data group box under the Stock Nbr.  PTR 10645 and C0002 apply.

Hand Receipt Inventory Initialize/Report – Corrects the problem of report being deleted for a different user when submitted in batch by multiple users.  PTR 10691 and help ticket 18573 apply.

Unit Identification Code Add/Change/Delete.  – Modifies the process to delete all Inventory List Nbrs from the Inventory List Nbr table for the UIC being deleted.  PTR 10634 and help ticket 21630 apply.

Document Register

Modification/Cancellation/Follow-up.  – Corrects the problem of the process not disconnecting from the database after processing a transaction using the ‘SAVE’ option.  PTR 10699 and help ticket 21202 apply.

Supply Status Manual.  – Corrects the problem of the process not disconnecting from the database after processing a transaction using the ‘SAVE’ option.  PTRs 10697, 10698 and help ticket 21202 apply.

Excess Interface
Excess Actions Import.  – Corrects the problem of the import process rejecting an entire file when one or more records within the file was not able to be processed due to its layout.  PTR 10693 applies.

Excess Actions Import Status Report.  – Corrects the problem of the inbound out of sequence responses from DAISY not being reported correctly in the DPAS excess interface status table.  PTR 10494 applies.

Excess Actions Import Update.  – Modified the process to apply Site ID validation to only “XR1” transactions, and to correct the error message text to inform the user when the Site Id is invalid.  PTR 10682 applies.

Excess Actions Parser.  – Modifies the process to allow the “State” field to be non-mandatory.  PTR 10644 applies.

Maintenance Interface

Component Increase.  – Corrects the problem of the Maintenance Interface not working correctly for depreciation transactions.  PTR 10717 applies.

Set Maint Sys Flat-AC, AJ, AK, AV COPYLIB.  – Corrects the problem of the copylib not including all of mandatory data necessary to process an update.  PTR 10683 and help ticket 21630 apply.

Monthly Depreciation Report for Period Ending.  – Corrects the problem of the process not flagging assets to have update transactions sent to the Maintenance Interface when there is depreciation activity.  PTR 10684 applies.

System Admistrator

Database Split/Merge.  – Corrects the problem of the program not running.  PTRs 10707 and 10708 apply.
