Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS)

16.5.00 Release Notes

June 28, 2004

1. Overview

The effective date for DPAS Release 16.5.00 is June 28, 2004.  As of this date, users must be using this version of DPAS or a later version to access the Defense Property Accountability System.

This release contains 6 System Change Requests (SCRs) and 72 Program Trouble Reports (PTRs).  Information concerning the SCRs is contained in Section 4 and for the PTRs the information is contained in Section 5.  Four of the SCRs being implemented with this release were originally user suggestions received via the DPAS Web Site Suggestion Box.

With this release, the following client software will require updating:

Custom developed DPAS client software.  Users will require the latest version of this software (16.5.00 or later).  Refer to Section 2.

Cincom Supra SQL Server Xparam Program.  This change provides the capability for users who do not have write permission to the HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE registry to be able to create their own xparam registry in the HKEY_CURRENT_USER registry.  Note:  This software does not need to be installed with this release, but users are encouraged to install to remain current.

To obtain the software, contact your DPAS software administrator who has the authority to access the DPAS web server support area, or it can be obtained as a download from the software patch area of the web https://www.dpas.dod.mil/webdpas/Support_Web/Support_Download_Page.htm. 

NMCI Users:  The release has been provided to the Information Strike Force team for bundling/testing and subsequent release.  The RFS numbers are: 83125-CDA (DPAS with Eureka Viewer/Reporter & 83484-CDA (DPAS with Eureka Viewer).  The software should be pushed to the desktops that have been identified as a client that requires the DPAS application.

Several new processes were added to the system with this release.  Users requiring access to one or more of these processes will need to contact their DPAS Security POC to gain access to them.  The granting access is real-time, so once the DPAS Security Representative makes the update, the next time the user logs in, they will have access to the processes.  In addition to new user processes, there is a new process for the security officers that provides the capability to “Mass” suspend and reinstate users.  Security POCs that require access to this process must contact the DPAS Security Representative at the DISA Support Center, Ogden, UT.  Refer to Section 3 for information concerning processes that were added as a result of this release. 

2. Installation of the client 

a. For Release 16.5.00, the DPAS client programs must be updated prior to attempting to access the system.  It is recommended that this release be installed into the same directory as prior DPAS release was installed, but it is not necessary.  If it is not, it is recommended that the previous release be uninstalled to prevent users from attempting to connect using software that is no longer usable.

b. Users who are installing Release 16.5.00 by other means than the standard DPAS install package should take precautionary measures to ensure all updates/deletes that the DPAS installation performs is accomplished to each client.  To that end, the following client files are no longer required and should be removed from the client install directory:

c. While it is not necessary to uninstall the previous release of the DPAS, you may do so using the following uninstall procedure:

1. If the DPAS was installed using the DPAS installation procedures, it can be uninstalled using Windows "Add/Remove Programs", found in the Control Panel folder.  To Uninstall, choose DPAS from the list of installed programs and follow the steps.  In the event the "uninstall" does not delete the folder where DPAS is located, review what remains and determine if you desire to retain any of the files.  If you desire to retain any file, do not delete further.  Note: '.log' and '.gid' files may be deleted since they will be regenerated by the system when required.  If there are no files that are desired to be retained, delete the folder and contents by highlighting the folder or selected files and depressing the "delete" key.
2. If the DPAS was not installed using the DPAS installation Procedures, contact your local Information Technology Support Group for instructions for uninstalling the DPAS.
3. DPAS Security Considerations 
There were several new processes added to the DPAS with this release.  Access to these processes has been initially set to “Off”. The new processes are:

-Mass Login Suspend/Reinstate (Contact DISA DPAS Security)

Should any of the DPAS users at the site require access to these processes, the security representative has the capability to grant them the access using the Program process located in the Security Module of the DPAS.
4. System Change Requests (SCRs) in this release:
a.
DPAS-00239 – Mass Log In Suspend/Reinstate

This SCR will change the Security process to allow security officers to suspend or reinstate user accounts in mass.  At the current time, security officers can only suspend or reinstate users singularly.  Security personnel often need to suspend or reinstate other users numerous times a year, especially during month end and year-end processes.  Field security personnel requiring this functionality must contact the DISA DPAS Security Office to gain access to this process.

b.
DPAS-00301 – DWAS Interface

This SCR creates an accounting interface between the Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS) and the Defense Working Capital Accounting System (DWAS).  The concept is for the interface to function similarly to the existing accounting interfaces that DPAS currently has deployed.  An automated daily DPAS accounting transaction file will be sent to DWAS for processing.  The file will contain all the accounting activity for the day.  The release contains a new process for mass updating of Depreciation Expense transactions that may have suspended due to invalid Deprn Office, Task and or Job Order Nbr that the DWAS user will be prompted with a question whether a mass update is required within the Depreciation Change and Real Property A/C/D processes.  A response of NO will result in no transaction being generated.  A response of YES will result in a transaction being generated and sent to DPAS for a mass update of the specific fields identified for the specific asset.  The actual commencement date of the DWAS accounting interface will occur independent of this release.

c. DPAS-00302 – Auto Update Catalog with FED LOG Change

DPAS currently receives one file monthly from the Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) that contains all the active National Stock numbers (NSNs) identified with a using service code of ‘L’ (Lead Service).  In today’s environment, the only time FEDLOG data is retrieved into DPAS is when the user is adding a new NSN to DPAS and the NSN is on the FED LOG Interface Table.

With the implementation of this SCR change, DPAS will receive one master file of active and inactive NSNs in the month of September each year.  Every month except September, DPAS will receive two files.  One file will have changes to management data and the other file will contain National Item Identification Numbers (NIINs) of stock numbers that have been marked as inactive/deleted from the FED LOG file.

d. DPAS-00315 – Mass Office Change (User Sugg-00014, User Sugg-00115)

A change to the Mass Office Change process will allow the users to modify the Office and/or Depreciation Office for a specific HRH Nbr and it’s Subs.  When the HRH Nbr checkbox is not selected and either the Office and/or Deprn Office checkboxes are selected, the HRH Nbr field on the Key Data screen will remain enabled for data entry.  If the user enters data in the HRH Nbr field, the Office and/or Deprn Office will only be changed for that specific HRH Nbr.

e. DPAS-00316 – Create Process to Provide Visibility and Tracking of Contractor GFP Assets (User Sugg-00003)

The Maj/Sub Hand Receipt Holder Add/Change/Delete (Hand Receipt module) process will be enhanced by adding the capability to report and track GFP assets to contractors.  The Maj/Sub Hand Receipt Holder processing screen will have additional hand receipt holder information added.  If the Contractor checkbox is checked, the hand receipt holder is identified as a contracting entity.  The DPAS user will be able to key information in the Contract Info Tab screen.  The Contract Info Tab will be disabled if the hand receipt holder is a sub.  The Sub Hand Receipt Holder Add/Change/Delete process screen will have the Contractor checkbox checked and disabled if the Maj HRH Nbr is a contractor; therefore, a Sub Hand Receipt Holder would not be allowed to be a contracting entity unless the Major Hand Receipt Holder is one.

Two new reports will be developed for reporting purposes:  Hand Receipt Holder Contract Profile Report and GFP Asset Detail Summary by UIC/Cntr Id Report.  An existing report, Hand Receipt Inventory Initialize/Report Request will be modified to produce on-line batch and expanded Government Furnished Property Inventory Reports.

The Hand Receipt Holder Inquiry will have the new contractor fields added.  In the Hand Receipt Holder module, the Component Serial/Bulk Inquiry, End Item Serial Inquiry, End Item Bulk Inquiry, SKO/BII/AAI Inventory Inquiry and Hand Receipt Holder Pending Turn-In/Transfer Inquiry will incorporate the Maj HRH Nbr along with the UIC for user security access.

The Hand Receipt Inventory report has been modified to display as a Contractor Inventory report when the HRH Nbr has been identified as a Contractor.  A different signature block, more in line with what the COR, PA, or Contractor has also been incorporated.

f. DPAS-00317 – Add Message to Hand Receipt Report (User Sugg-00012)

A process will be created to generate report messages that can be printed on any of the inventory reports.  The user will be able to create report messages using the Report/Form Message Add/Change/Delete process.  The user can select one of the report messages or create a one-time report message that will be printed on the inventory reports.  A default report message can be set using the User Default process.  The report message will be printed just prior to the signature block or if no signature block, at the end of the report.  This change was a result of a suggestion requesting a specific message be added to the Inventory reports.  In lieu of a hard-coded message unchangeable the DPAS users, the suggestion was implementing by allowing the user to craft and input their own message.

5. The following PTRs are included with DPAS Release 16.5.00:

Accounting

Depreciation Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process getting caught in a loop when an error message is displayed for Max Dprn Period, and modifies the process to initially set the depreciation period for Intangible Assets, ACC=”I”, to 60 months.  PTRs 11332 and 11381 apply.

Improvement Cost Data Add/Change/Delete.  -  Modifies the process to allow 250 entries in lieu of 50 entries in the personal listbox for Depreciation Office, Depreciation Job Order Number and Depreciation Task Code.  PTRs 10598,10599, 10600, 10601, 10602, 10603, 10604 and 10608 apply.

Summary and Analysis Report.  – Modifies the criteria for maintenance records and corrects the title on the last page of the report.  PTR 10381 and help ticket 15836 and 25861 apply.

Project Number Drill Down.  – Corrects the problem of the Project Number Browse button not displaying any Project Numbers, and an error message being displayed when the browse button is selected.  PTR 11265 and help ticket 27091 apply.

SIFS Interface.  – Modify program to remove GLAC’s from the report.  PTR 11171 and help ticket 20815 apply

Accounting FTP.  – Corrects the problem with the FTP process not processing file 100 for the e-BIZ interface. PTR 10636 applies.

Authorizations

Approved Authorization Inquiry.  – Corrects the problem of the program not disconnecting when clicking LOGTAADS button and no records are found.  PTR 11479 and help ticket 28902 apply.

Catalog

Catalog Add/Change/Delete.  – Modifies the process to add validation of the CIIC and DMIL entry fields, modifies the delete action to allow for the delete of the Stock Nbr and corresponding other Catalog Table entries, if the only asset records are found are flagged for deletion “Delete Waiver Cd =  “D”, and adds validation of the Nomen and Generic Nomen entry fields to not permit single quotes, and allow the display for input the ECC, Svc Life, and Dmil for Chapter E items.  PTRs 11208, 11209, 11210, 11230, 11403, 11408, 11474 and help tickets 29033, 27438, 26935,  27460 apply.  

Stock Nbr Selected Mass Change.  – Modifies the process to permit change/edit of the Dmil Cd based upon the CIIC not Type Asset Cd. PTRs 11211 and 11212 apply.
FED LOG Upload.  – Modifies the process to archive the file that contains rejected records.  PTR 11430 applies.

Manufacturer’s Part Number Add/Change/Delete.  – Modifies the web address for Request New IT Mfr Cd button to https://www.DPAS.DOD.MIL/WEBDPAS/BUS_ADMIN_WEB/IT_MANUFACTURER_CODE_REQUEST_FORM.HTM.  PTR 11282 applies.

 Document Register

Request for Turn-In.  – Corrects the problem of the process not allowing the user to clear the “Record Does Not Exist” error message when User Defaults are present.  PTR 11436 and help ticket 28428 apply.

Request for Miscellaneous Actions.  – Add validation to the Message Text box to prevent invalid characters from being input.  PTRS 11401 and 11402 apply.

Turn-In/Lateral Transfer-ADD1348.IQR.  – Expands the Document Number Field area to ensure the full Document Number is displayed in the form regardless of the character length.  PTR 11398 and help ticket 27716 apply.

DD Fm1348-1A – Modifies the form to display the CIIC value in “Text” format in the Additional Data area.  PTR 11484 and suggestion 234 apply.

Hand Receipt

Bar Code/Serial Number Change.  – Modifies the process to add edits to ensure the “Bar Cd To” and “Serial Nbr To” are left-justified, and contains no embedded spaces.  PTRs 11108 and 11090 apply.

Component Transfer.  – Corrects the problem of the UIC and Hand Receipt Number not appearing on the Document Register when a component transfer occurs from one hand receipt to another.  PTR 11345 and help ticket 27086 apply.

End Item Decrease.  – Corrects the problem of the listbox duplicating entries when multiple decreases are performed.  After approx. 8 decrease actions without leaving the process, the listbox no longer displayed values.  PTR 11331 and help ticket 27793 apply.

End Item Increase.  -  Corrects the problem of the process allowing the Bar Cd entry field to be blank when the Bar Cd Ind is equal to ‘Y’ on unit identification code table.  PTR 11296 and help ticket 27624 apply.

End Item Selected Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process going directly to the key data screen in lieu of displaying the ‘transaction processed’ box.  PTR 10821 and help ticket 23095 apply.

Excess Asset Reporting Add/Change.  – Modifies the process to disable the “Generate Turn-In Doc Nbr” action button when the user has “jumped” into the excess process from the Document Register Turn-in process, and enable the Country Cd entry field to allow the user to input a value.  PTRs 11407and 11421 apply.

Excess Interface Export Transaction Report.  – Creates a report that is generated by the Accountable UIC that is in Site Id/UIC sequence and will show the assets excessed for a particular batch cycle.  PTR 11097applies.
Excess Non-Property IT Add/Change, Excess Asset Reporting Add/Change.  – Corrects the process to check the correct form in hand receipt module for access to generate Turn-in document.  PTR 11236, 11237 and help ticket 26230 apply.

Excess Process Validation of Remarks - – Modifies the excess processes to validate for specific special characters in the excess programs for the following fields: Holding POC, Reporting Contact, Remarks 1, Remarks 2, and Remarks 3.  When an inputted special character has been input that is not permitted, the character will be replaced with a “space”.  PTR 11225 apply.

Generate Controlled Cryptographic Inventory.  – Corrects the problem of the user receiving a ‘mandatory entry’ message when a HRH number is typed into the field and the ‘submit’ button is pressed.  PTR 11190 applies.

Manufacturer Key Drill Down.  – Corrects the problem of the Mfr Key not being moved to the window when there are exactly 50 entries in the drill down.  PTR 11095 and help ticket 24040 applies.

Hand Receipt Holder Transfer In.  – Modify the program to display ‘no more records exist’ message when the listbox on the processing window is empty.  PTR 11173 and help ticket 24849 apply.

Hand Receipt Holder Pending Turn-In/Transfer.  -  Modify the process to change E686 displayed on key data to E926 and change E686 displayed to the listbox on the second key data screen being empty to E313.  PTR 11174 applies.

Lateral Transfer.  – Corrects the problem of the program not displaying the question, “Do you want to close out losing document number?” when using a losing document number on the detail/turn-in transfer table.  PTR 11207 and help tickets 28465, 26511 apply.

Lateral Transfer/UIC Merge.  -   Modify the process to add a counter to the window to display the number of rows processed during the update process.  PTR 10487 and help ticket 15872 apply.

Location Add/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the default UIC not displaying in the window.  PTR 11085 and help ticket 24245 apply.

Location Mass Change.  – Corrects the problem of the default UIC not being displayed in the window.  PTR 11086 and help ticket 24245 apply.

Maj/Sub Hand Receipt Holder Transfer.  – Corrects the spelling of ammunition on page 2 of main processing window.  PTR 10756 applies.

Manage Inventories.  – Modifies the process to display a message ‘ the selected inventories have been downloaded to the scanner.  Canceling these inventories will prevent them from being uploaded.  Do you want to continue?’   PTR 10739 applies.

SKO/BII/AAI Inventory Add/Change.  – Corrects the problem of the ID number not being moved to the processing window when the ‘Ok’ button on the key data screen is clicked causing the wrong button being displayed, and corrects the problem of the process not allowing the user to change the Doc Nbr or Remarks for a record that is already established.  PTRs 11189 and 11293, and help ticket 25826 apply.

Suspended Supply Actions.  – Modifies process to add Sub location to the lists of fields that can be sent by the interfaces system.  PTR 11232 applies.

Transaction History Delete.  – Modifies the program to delete records that are older than 3 years with no UIC’s when requested by user.  PTR 11277 and help ticket 27205 apply.

Maintenance

Report Utilization.  – Corrects the problem of the user not being able to adjust the mileage for an asset.  PTR 11365 and help ticket 25298 apply.

Service Update Basic/Schedule/Dispatch.  – Modifies the process to display an error message when the user enters a duplicate local ID number.  PTR 11292 and help ticket 26152 applies.

Miscellaneous

Main Menu.  – Changes the web address for DPAS to www.DPAS.DOD.MIL.  PTR 11273 applies

Unit Identification Code Add/Change/Delete.  – Changes “SOMARDS” to “DCD” in the Acct Sys Cd list box values.  PTR 11216 applies.

DPAS.ERR File.  – Modifies process to trap for SQL error 709.  When detected, display error message “Database Connection Failed - 709, Contact Help Desk (614) 694-0888”.  PTR 10619 and 10620 apply.

DP9P2701.dll – Application Calling Process  – Adds additional information fields to the Abort Email Message control that will be will be populated by the application or user. PTRs 10700, 10701 and help ticket 21401 applies.

Supply Actions Import Update.  – Adds the Sub Location field to the Supply Receipt process.  PTRs 11280, 11281, 11220, and 11221 apply.
